1. Evites are a must; afterall this is a GREEN event.  However please realize that 

a personal invite is a must. 

2. Use the stuff you've got: Be creative. Again--this is a Green event.  Try to 
avoid disposals.  Use  those dishes, glasses, and place settings you „ve had in 
the cabinet for years.  How fun!.  

3. Personalize cups  Did you know a white board marker can personalize 
anyone‟s glass?  Therefore you don‟t have to worry about getting things mixed 
up. 

4,  Recycle, Reduce, Reuse and REGIFT Make it optional but ask quests to bring 
items to use as awards. 

Another idea; Depending on Funds consider decorating with small  plants that 
you‟ve gotten at Home Depot, Target, Christmas Tree Shop or on sale.  What a 
great Green party favor to give away.  I try not to spend more than $2/item. 
  
If you are showing the video portion of Get Dirt on Clean either have DVd player 
available for DVD or computer set up to show clips. 
 
Keep refreshments light, healthy and GREEN! 
 
Have an area set up for Green Display and demonstrations.  The Dining Room 
table often works well.  But be sure there is a place for everyone.

Agenda: 
Ahead of time, guests are given 3 assignments;

Demonstrations of Get Clean  (Basic H, Nature Bright etc)  5 minutes

see where everyone would like to get started.  Be sure to have “ONE DAY” only event special.
